Materials:  


Four to six counters and a paper divided into 4-7 Elkonin boxes:
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Instructions for administration:

· Give student an Elkonin box and chips. 

· Example: Say: (“Let’s segment the word “from” into its phonemes”)

· Ask the student to repeat the word while pulling down one chip per phoneme (/f/…/r/).

· Then have the student touch each chip while segmenting the word. 
· Now have the student write a letter for each sound he hears. Correct any incorrect letters (i.e. if he writes u instead of o in from)
· Review three to five words per session until the task becomes automatic for the student.
