	Intervention – Previewing and reading emergent leveled books

Instructions for administration:
Prompts for using the strategy:

· Look at the pictures.  What will this book be about?

· Who is in the story?

· Are there people, objects, or actions in the picture that might make sense in the sentence?

· See if you can find any clue in the picture that might help you with that word.

· I noticed that you used the picture to help you.  Try looking at the first sound in the word and see if it helps you find a word in the picture that might fit there.

	Intervention – Making predictions using picture clues

Instructions for administration:
Modeling the strategy


Procedure:

· Model looking at the cover and illustrations and making a prediction about what the book will be about.

· Walk student through the book one page at a time, pointing out each picture and talking about what you see.   Implant the language of the story and introduce the vocabulary that is evident in the pictures.

· After modeling your discussion of the pictures on the page with the student, ask him to tell you what he sees in the pictures.

“Before Reading” procedures:


(to assist student in building meaning for the text)

· Begin the book by exploring the cover of the book.  Ask the student to share what he sees on the cover.

· Discuss the illustrated details of the cover.

· Have the student relate the cover to his own experiences.

· Point to the title.  Read the title to the student.  Discuss and make predictions of what the story will be about.

· Open the book and begin a picture walk by discussing each page in an attempt to increase comprehension once reading begins.

· During the picture walk, call the student’s attention to challenging vocabulary words or unusual names.  This exposure prior to reading will provide familiarity while the child reads.

· Upon completion of the picture walk, set a purpose for reading.  “Now that we have taken our picture walk, let’s find out ________.”  Create a purpose from the illustrations such as “Let’s find out why the chicken baked a cake.”

	Intervention – Wordless picture books

Instructions for administration:
Read wordless picture books with the student.  Have him attempt to do the same thing.  This can be done one page at a time, until the student is more comfortable with several pages at a time.

	Intervention – Covered words

Materials:  


Emergent leveled readers

Big Books previously used during shared reading 

Instructions for administration:
Before reading with student, cover every 10th – 15th word in part of the text used during shared reading. In the beginning only cover nouns that are shown in the pictures, since these are easier for students to infer. This process will illustrate for the student how the pictures will provide valuable clues to the missing word. As the student becomes more proficient, try covering verbs or descriptive words that rely on picture clues (i.e. “Mary wore her ____ dress”).

	Intervention – Decoding Prompts

Use these Early Reading Strategies regularly with students:

	1.  Look at the pictures.


	Meaning is the ultimate goal in reading.  Readers predict about words based on clues provided from the pictures.

	2.  Does it make senses?


	Readers use pictures to determine if what they read makes sense.

	3.  Get your mouth ready.


	Picture clues alone do not provide enough detailed information.  Readers initially concentrate on beginning letter(s) of unknown words.

	4.  Does it look right?


	By looking through a word from left to right, readers check their predictions about the word.  They confirm or reject predictions based on the sound-letter relationships.

	5.  Reread.
	Children can reread to use knowledge of oral language and to check meaning.

	6.  Does it sound right?


	Readers use their knowledge of both spoken and literary language to check if what they read can also be spoken.

	7.  Look for chunks.
	Using onsets and rimes, readers make analogies to decode unfamiliar words.
