Option 2:

You may also choose to determine a student’s use of picture clues using a Running Record on a leveled text the student has not seen before (commonly called a “cold read”). As the student reads, note his/her behaviors when a difficult word is encountered. Also note the rate of self-corrections, since the fact that a child self-corrects errors indicates he is reading for meaning and using meaning clues, such as picture clues, to make sense of the text.
